                 Prayer Shawl Ministry

Directions:  Choose any pattern you wish.  It can be oblong, triangle or a lap blanket.  The only rule is that each
time you work on your shawl, you say a prayer for the person who will be receiving it in the future.  Because
we do not know who will be receiving the shawl our prayers should be pretty general—asking for health, peace,
love, etc.  If you don’t know of any pattern to use, you can find samples on the internet.  Shawls can be turned



into the church when completed for blessing (dates to be announced), display and distribution.  Shawls ready
for distribution are stored in the kiosk at the back of the church.  Anyone can take them to someone in need.
Recipients in the past have expressed so much love and gratitude.  Apparently our priest applicants have also
expressed interest in this ministry.  Thank you so much to our new volunteers.
